Coming soon to a wall near you - a new mural that celebrates the Scarboro’ Beach
Amusement Park. Located on Wineva Ave on the Subway wall just south of Queen,
the mural will commemorate the original amusement park that stood a few hundred
metres from that location from 1907 to the mid-twenties. “Following in the tradition
established with our first mural at Queen and Lee, the BIA is continuing to enhance
the natural beauty of the Beach,” said Charles Cameron, Chair, Beach BIA.

The Beach BIA received applications from more than a dozen noted artists,
winnowed the applicants down to three contenders and then selected Daniel
Seagrave to paint the 50-foot wall. “This is a tremendous opportunity to make 3
mural that pays homage to the past and is different than what you might see around
the city,” said the artist. He said the painting will be a multi-dimensional design that’s
evocative of the art-deco period with some surrealistic elements. Among many
elements, the mural will include the park’s tall obelisk tower, Shoot the Chutes,
Tunnel of Love and a tribute to Canada’s first air show that appeared at the park.

Work on the wall, which includes power washing, priming, painting and varnishing,
has already begun. Like the IGA wall, the BIA was fortunate to receive a grant of
$5,000 from the City’s Mural Grant fund but the remaining $10,000 in costs will
be born by a combination of the BIA and its local businesses and by individual and
corporate supporters.

“As we work to improve our neighbourhood, we'd like to invite

Those wishing to make a more substantial donation, such as businesses in the
Beach, corporations and individuals, can donate $500, $1500, or more, to have
their name more prominently placed on the wall, near the description of the mural.
Every donation of $10 or more is entitled to a tax receipt.

The BIA is working in partnership with Community Centre 55, through its Graffiti
Removal and Information Program. You can make a cheque or cash donation to
Community Centre 55 who will issue you a tax receipt in February, on behalf of the
Beach BIA.
